This course is specifically for yoga students with
some prior training who wish to progress their
understanding of the outline and actions of asanas
from the beginner’s syllabus of lyengar Yoga. Each
person will be directed according to their individual
level of training and capacity to advance their
practice.

The weekend will include a full 10-hour schedule,
but registration for individual classes is permitted.
The Friday night and Saturday morning classes are
most appropriate for students new to the lyengar
method. Saturday and Sunday classes will be more
challenging, requiring a minimum of one year of
training in lyengar yoga in order to participate.

Teachers from other methods who wish to study
lyengar Yoga in a workshop format are welcome.
Young people should be at least 15 years old to
attend.

Teacher

Bobbie Fultz was the resident yoga teacher and
Yoga Director at Arsha Vidya Gurukulam for 8
years. She recently relocated to Denver, Colorado.
Bobbie is a certified Junior Intermediate 1l level
lyenga Yoga Teacher and has studied 7 times in
Pune with the lyengar family. She has been teach-
ing yoga since 1991 and leads workshops for
students nationally and internationally. Her own
back condition of scoliosis brings a certain “twist”
to her teaching with a specialization in structural
and spinal issues.

Location

Arsha Vidya means “knowledge of the Rishis.”
Founded by Swami Dayananda Saraswati in 1986,
Arsha Vidya Gurukulam is a unique facility in

the West dedicated to the traditional teaching of
Vedanta and Sanskrit. The ashram is located on

68 wooded acres in the Pocono Mountains. Facili-
ties include a lecture hall connected to a traditional
Hindu temple, a fully equipped yoga studio, resi-
dential housing for 120, and a dining hall. Vegetar-

ian Indian meals are served. An extensive bookstore

offers AVG publications and recordings, a massive
selection of Indian publications, and a comprehen-
sive collection of Western titles.

Saylorsburg is located in Eastern Pennsylvania
between Stroudsburg and Easton, just off Route

33. Pick up is available from bus stations serving
NYC, Philadelphia, the Newark airport, or from
the Lehigh Valley airport near Allentown with prior
arrangement.
